The scroll was
copied on the fifteenth day of the twelfth month of the fourth year of Zhide of the Chen dynasty (586)
and was dedicated by a lay follower of the Bodhisattva precepts, PENG Puxin, who may also have
been the calligrapher of the manuscript. T his article investigates the circumstances of this scroll, with
a complete transcription and explanatory notes, for the benefit of Buddhist scholars and lovers of calli-
graphy.
